Service Tips

Please place your carts at the curb by 7
a.m. on your scheduled service day, with
the wheels against the curb and at least 3’
apart.

Please place carts 8’ away from objects
such as mailboxes and parked cars.

We encourage you to place your waste in
a bag before tossing it in the dark blue-
lidded waste cart.

Please do not bag your recyclables. Place
them directly in the light blue-lidded
recycling cart. There is no need to sort or
separate.

Flatten and cut down boxes to be placed in
the recycling cart.

Please do not overfill your cart. The lid
should close fully.

Recycling, waste and bulk items are
emptied by different trucks at different
times of the day. Each truck goes through

your neighborhood once on your
service day.

Republic Services offers a disability service
if you are unable to roll your carts to the
street. Please call us for more information.

No items containing
Freon® are accepted, and bundles must be no
more than 4'in length, 18" in diameter, tied
with rope or twine. Contact customer service
for disposal options.
